Memorandum of Understanding Between Turkey and the Russian
Federation (Sochi, October 22, 2019)

President of the Republic of Turkey, Recep Tayyip Erdogan and President of
the Russian Federation, Vladimir Putin agreed on the following points:

1. The two sides reiterate their commitment to the preservation of the political
unity and territorial integrity of Syria and the protection of national security of
Turkey.

2. They emphasize their determination to combat terrorism in all forms and
manifestations and to disrupt separatist agendas in the Syrian territory.

3. In this framework, the established status quo in the current Operation Peace
Spring area covering Tel Abyad and Ras Al Ayn with a depth of 32 km will be
preserved.

4. Both sides reaffirm the importance of the Adana Agreement. The Russian
Federation will facilitate the implementation of the Adana Agreement in the
current circumstances.

5. Starting 12.00 noon of October 23, 2019, Russian military police and Syrian
border guards will enter the Syrian side of the Turkish-Syrian border, outside
the area of Operation Peace Spring, to facilitate the removal of YPG elements
and their weapons to the depth of 30 km from the Turkish-Syrian border, which
should be finalized in 150 hours. At that moment, joint Russian-Turkish patrols
will start in the west and the east of the area of Operation Peace Spring with a
depth of 10 km, except Qamishli city.

6. All YPG elements and their weapons will be removed from Manbij and Tal
Rifat.

7. Both sides will take necessary measures to prevent infiltrations of terrorist
elements.

8. Joint efforts will be launched to facilitate the return of refugees in a safe and
voluntary manner.

9. A joint monitoring and verification mechanism will be established to oversee
and coordinate the implementation of this memorandum.

10. The two sides will continue to work to find a lasting political solution to the
Syrian conflict within Astana Mechanism and will support the activity of the
Constitutional Committee.

Tarkiye Cumhurbagkani Recep Tayyip Erdodan ve Rusya Federasyonu Devlet
Bagkani Vladimir Putin asagidaki konularda mutabik kalmiglardir:

1. Her iki taraf Suriye’nin siyasi birligi ve toprak butinligunin muhafazasina
ve Turkiye’nin milli giivenliginin korunmasina olan baglliklarini teyit ederler.

2. Terbrizmin tim sekil ve tezahlrleriyle muicadele etme ve Suriye
topraklarindaki ayrilikgi giindemleri bosa cikarma ydnundeki kararhliklarini
vurgularlar.

3. Bu cercevede, Tel Abyad ve Ras Al Ayn’i icine alan 32 km derinligindeki
mevcut Baris Pinari Harekati alanindaki yerlesik statiko muhafaza edilecektir.

4. Her iki taraf Adana Anlagsmasi’nin énemini teyit eder. Rusya Federasyonu
mevcut kosullarda Adana Anlasmasi’nin uygulanmasini kolaylastiracaktir.

5. 23 Ekim 2019, 6glen saat 12.00’den itibaren, Rus askeri polisi ve Suriye
sinir muhafizlari, Barigs Pinari Harekat alaninin disinda kalan Turkiye-Suriye
sinirinin - Suriye tarafina, YPG unsurlart ve silahlarinin Turkiye-Suriye
sinirindan itibaren 30 km’nin digina ¢ikarilmasini temin etmek tGzere girecektir.
Bu islem 150 saat icinde tamamlanacaktir. Ayni saat itibariyla, mevcut Baris
Pinari Harekat alani sinirlarinin batisi ve dogusunda 10 km derinlikte Kamigli
sehri hari¢ Turk-Rus ortak devriyeleri baglayacaktir.

6. Muinbic ve Tel Rifattan butin YPG unsurlan silahlanyla birlikte
cikarilacaktir.

7. Her iki taraf terdrist unsurlarin sizmalarinin énlenmesinin temini icin gerekli
tedbirleri alacaktir.

8. Miultecilerin guvenli ve goénulli sekilde geri dénuslerini kolaylastirmak
maksadiyla ortak calisma yapilacaktir.

9. Bu muhtiranin uygulanmasini gézetmek ve koordine etmek amaciyla
musterek bir denetim ve dogrulama mekanizmasi ihdas edilecektir.

10. Taraflar Astana Mekanizmasi ¢ergcevesinde Suriye ihtilafina kalici bir siyasi
¢6zim bulunmasi amaciyla calismalarini strdirecek ve Anayasa Komitesi’'nin
faaliyetlerini destekleyecektir.
